An Internal payroll (IP) employee, or a Lecturer hired for one semester, is not eligible for benefits.

(Aetna) An optional life insurance which doubles your coverage is also available and premiums are
based on employee’s age. Rates are available on our web site.

Disabil Ity a Long-Term Disability plan. The one-year waiting period can be waived if the employee

provides proof of participation to HR within 30 days of their hire date that they were enrolled
in a similar plan with his/her previous employer within the last three months.
